General conference arrangements:
The conference will be held at Beales Hotel, Hatfield. All lectures and discussions will be held at the Beales Hotel conference centre. This venue is immediately adjacent to the de Havilland Campus of The University of Hertfordshire.

Conference fees are part-subsidised from funds allocated by the Arts and Humanities Research Council.

The conference will start with a first lecture session at 11.00 a.m. on Thursday March 29th. The final lecture session will be from around 4.00 to 5.30 p.m. on Sunday 1st April.

Registration, Accommodation and eating arrangements:

(1)  The Registration fee is £35. For Postgraduate students, and part-time lecturers (and equivalent) there is a reduced registration fee of £20.
The registration fee includes refreshments for the four days of the conference.
(2)  Accommodation plus meals:  Subsidised accommodation will be provided in en suite rooms, either at Beales Hotel itself, or in the nearby Premier Inn Hotel, (5 - 10 minutes away). Those applying early will be allocated to rooms in Beales Hotel.

A combined rate will be charged for accommodation plus all meals for the four days of the conference (please see registration form).
(3)  Meals only:  Delegates making their own accommodation arrangments may apply to take full meals at Beales Hotel conference centre (lunch and dinner for four days), or alternatively, for lunches only at Beales Hotel.
There are a number of other nearby hotels in Hatfield where delegates may make their own arrangements for overnight stay.
(4)  Delegates who wish to make their own eating arrangements will find that there are a number of different restaurants, etc, where meals can be obtained at the Hatfield Galleria shopping centre, which is immediately opposite to Beales Hotel conference centre.
